1. Rules-
· The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing and the prescriptions of US Sailing, This Notice of Race, The Sailing Instructions, and USCG VTS Navigation Rules.

2. Eligibility-
· This race is open to boats that hold a current PHRF-NW certificate.  And belong to a PIYA affiliated yacht club.

· Cruising class boats may apply for a temporary rating from the club race chairman.
3. Entry-

· A single entry form with an entry fee of $35.00 will suffice for the entire series, or $10.00 for each individual race.

4. Safety requirements- 
· PIYA Category III- Except that any single or double-handed crews must wear a PFD at all times.

5. Schedule-
· Registration.

· Skippers Meeting.

· PHRF: First warning signal will sound at.

a. Friday Night series 5:55 pm.

b. Sunday Series 9:55 am.

· Cruising Class will start after all racing classes have started
6. Sailing instructions-

· Sailing Instructions will be available on line at tacomayachtclub.org and on the day of the race at the Tacoma Yacht Club.

7. Changes to the Sailing Instructions
· Will be posted on the notice board at Tacoma Yacht Club before the Skippers meeting.
8. Class breaks
· Class breaks will be posted at the Tacoma Yacht Club, at the skippers meeting on the first race day.  The number of classes will be solely based on the number of entries.

· Class breaks will also be posted at the Tacoma Yacht Club website at tacomayachtclub.org after the first Friday race.
9. Course- 
· Course for each race will be defined in the sailing instructions.
10. Time Limit-

· The time limit for the Friday evening races is the official time of sunset.

· The time limit for the Sunday races is 4 hrs after the start of the first class.
· Any competitor not finished by the time limit will be scored DNF
11. Low point scoring will be used for this race.

12. Radio Communication-
· Race committee will monitor VHF channel 68 during the race.  Please notify the Race Committee of r from the race.

· Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats.  This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.
13. Scoring-

· The USSA low point scoring system will apply except that scoring for DNS, DSQ, etc. will be based on the number of starters in each race. Each race will be scored separately toward the lowest series total for 4 races. Boats must sail 3 race events to qualify for series awards and be a PHRF member to qualify for perpetual trophies.

14. Protests-

· Protests MUST be delivered IN PERSON to Race Chairs Jon Thompson or Burr Hope prior to 2 hours after the finish of the last yacht or the expiration of the time limit.  Please notify the Race Committee of your intent to protest upon crossing the finish line.

15. Time permitting; TYC will present awards after the each race at the Tacoma Yacht Club.  Otherwise the awards will be presented after the next race in the series.
16. Moorage is available the night before the race in the TYC basin immediately to your left as you enter the harbor.
17. Disclaimer of Liability-
· Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See USSA/ ISAF rule 4, Decision to race.  The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.
